The Brownfield Redevelopment Task Force exists
to encourage property owners, private sector
development professionals, and government and
community leaders to pursue redevelopment of
abandoned industrial and commercial properties
commonly referred to as brownfields. The
brownfield mission complements regional and
community development goals by providing
opportunities for profitable real estate
transactions that: improve environmental
conditions; promote job creation and economic
development; and reduce urban blight. Those
elements support RPC's mission of creating
"more livable communities" and the quality

of life desired by all citizens of the region.

Potential for cost-effective cleanup requirements
Limitation of liability from the State and third parties
Preferential treatment related to taxation at qualified properties
