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ABOUT THE RPC  
 

The Regional Planning Commission of Greater Birmingham (RPC) was formed in 1963 as a 
service agency to assist local governments in planning activities. Today, the RPC district includes 
the counties of Blount, Chilton, Jefferson, Shelby, St. Clair and Walker.  In 1969, the Alabama 
Legislature authorized the creation of Regional Councils. RPC is one of 12 regional councils in 
the state of Alabama. The region includes the largest metropolian service area (MSA) with a total 
population around one million people. The following Mission, Vision and Values are part of a  
strategic plan that was adopted in 2007.

Provides long range programs and planning, including urbanized area plans, 
corridor plans, greenway plans, along with safety studies to impact transportation 
in the region.  
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Community Planning 

Provides land use planning and analysis for member governments including 
zoning ordinances, subdivision regulations, mapping and general community 
plans for a highest and best-use basis for development in the region. 

Community and Economic Development 

Assists member governments with a more comprehensive approach to 
community revitalization and project implementation, utilizing economic 
development and historic preservation tools. 

Information Management 

Provides GIS data development, analysis and deployment assistance, as well as 
custom mapping needs for member governments. 

Senior Services 

Manages federal and state programs providing employment assistance and 
placement to senior citizens (age 55+) on a temporary basis with the goal of 
permanent employment.
