The Regional Planning Commission of Greater Birmingham (RPC) was established in 1963 as a 
service agency to assist local governments in planning activities. Today, the RPC district includes 
the counties of Blount, Chilton, Jefferson, Shelby, St. Clair and Walker.  In 1969, the Alabama 
Legislature authorized the creation of Regional Councils. RPC is one of 12 regional councils in 
the state of Alabama. The region includes the largest metropolitan service area (MSA) with a total 
population around one million people. The following Mission, Vision and Values are part of a  
strategic plan that was adopted in 2007.
